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Knowledge is power. Dissemination of knowledge is essential
for better social inclusion and increased level of financial literacy.
An Institution of Higher Education usually generates knowledge
of varied structure and applicability. However, the conventional
mode of delivering education has certain limitations in combining
pragmatism with aspirations of a particular period of time. There
exists a great need to fulfil over educational desires with
conventional mode of intervention. Open and distance learning is
the result of practical necessities and it completely reset our
educational priorities for better inclusion.

Krishna Kanta Handiqui State Open University started its journey
in 2006 with less than three thousand learners. Today, we have a
learner base of around 1,50,000 which clearly shows our
effectiveness and concern for the aspirants. Distribution of
knowledge requires a systematic and rigorously modeled approach
so that none of the expected beneficiaries remain untouched.

Handiqui National Fellowship, etc. We have
invited the Nobel Laureate  ShriKailash Satyarthi
to deliver the K.K. Handiqui Memorial Lecture,
honoured eminent space scientist Jitendranath
Goswami with K.K. Handiqui National Award
and we also honoured the internationally acclaimed
film director Shri Jahnu Barua with the K.K.
Handiqui National Fellowship for his distinguished
contribution to the world of cinema.

Further, the University has made an effort to
preserve and develop various ethnic languages
of the region so that a bridge may be built in near
future for better social integration. The University
with more than 26 ethnic bodies has conducted
Open Forum Discussions to realise their problems
and bring into the main stream hitherto
unaddressed issues.

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Executive Summary

The Krishna Kanta Handiqui State Open University as an educational
institution in the field of distance education in  Assam and the region continues
its journey to expand its horizon and to take education beyond barriers. The
period 2015-16 is marked by significant moments in the form of special
occasions, academic collaborations, social initiatives and integrations.

The University provides self-learning print materials, audio-video
programmes and counselling sessions to the learners along with Information and Communication
Technology (ICT) based learner support services. The university also provides audio CDs to visually
impaired learners. Video classes and academic discussions are produced and uploaded at You Tube
and University’s website.

KKHSOU Website: KKHSOU has developed a full-
fledged website (www.kkhsou.in) with a view to
providing all necessary information regarding the
University. The website includes the customised study
centre search facility based on district or academic
programme-wise. The Website is also equipped with
the social networking site like Facebook (http://
facebook.com/kkhsoucitycentre) to interact with the
learners, faculty members and other people.

e-BIDYA: An e-learning portal by the name of e-BIDYA
is available as a digital repository where the study
materials are uploaded for the benefit of the learners. All
the study materials of the programmes (including BPP,
Degree, Diploma, Master Degree, Certificate etc) can
be accessed in this web-portal.

Open Access Journals Search Engine (OAJSE): The
OAJSE (www.oajse.com) can be used to browse and
search 4,775 Open Access Journals from rest of the world
excluding India, 532 journals from India, and 32 Indian
Open Access Institutional Repositories. It provides all
essential details about Central Library, KKHSOU
including access to electronic library, Online Public Access
Catalogues (OPAC), and subscribed journals and
databases.

IT Section

The initiatives taken by the IT Section of the University is
playing a major role in presenting the access to the
University over the web and to provide University
information to all the stakeholders immediately.

• The University is required to communicate
continuously with the study centres and
learners spread across different geographical

areas. Most importantly the examination
notice, examination routine, issue of
admit cards, notification of exam centres,
various information to the study centres
etc. all are required to communicate at
the earliest. All these information are
communicated through University’s
website www.kkhsou.in through News
Management Module.

• Anyone can subscribe for sms / mail
based news from KKHSOU through
the web portal. Till March, 2016 around
1200 learners have successfully
subscribed through the website.

• Considering the large number of study
centres across the state of Assam and
the different academic programmes
available in these study centres, the IT
Section created a database of study
centre to provide the necessary
information to the learners. Through
study centre search facility incorporated
in the website, anyone can search the
study centre and academic programmes
on the basis of districts and academic
programmes and can locate the study
centre through google map.

• The IT Section has developed Android
based app ‘KKHSOU Smart’ to
provide easy access to the learners. This
app can be downloaded from the
University’s website to check
examination routine and results. Besides
that, the learners can download the
assignments, watch or read the audio-
video study materials and can tune to
internet radio of the University from their
mobile or tablet through this app.

Multimedia Production Unit

The Multimedia Production Unit (MPU) performs
various activities by amalgamating different forms
of media in teaching-learning process. The MPU
of the University produces academic programmes
in audio as well as in audio-visual format.

• Ekalavya Programme: The Multimedia
Production Unit produces a weekly
educational audio programme named as
‘Ekalavya’ where interviews and
experiences of some eminent and
renowned personalities of the State
broadcast by All India Radio, Guwahati
and Dibrugarh simultaneously on every
Saturday and Sunday.

For the year 2015 -2016, about 44 programmes
are prepared for Ekalavya. Following are some
of the significant discussions -

Homen Borgohain: Self Independence and
Social Responsibility

The one and half hour long programme was a
discussion on his writings apart from providing
suggestions on how to provide children with moral
teaching at home, responsibilities of parents,
teachers etc. According to him, one should have
personal desires and priorities but he or she should
also feel responsible towards the society.
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Jadav Payeng: Our Duties and Responsibilities
Towards Forest Conservation

The main thrust of this discussion is the relevance
of planting trees, conserving wild animals etc.  He
also highlighted how he became interested in
growing plants and creating a forest.

Dr. Lakhyahira Das: Significance of Education,
Value Education, Art and Culture in a Person’s
Life

Eminent educationist Dr. Lakhyahira Das has
illustrated importance of value education in
everyone’s lives. According to her, education
can make one’s life beautiful as it is a lifelong
activity. Dr. Das also noted that since culture
is the backbone of every community, we cannot
diminish the significance of art and culture in
enlightening our lives.

Eli Ahmed: Relevance of Children Literature

Children are accustomed to a special environment
right from their infancy. Songs, prayers, stories etc.
provides moral education and requisite environment
to the children. Child literature should comprise of
qualities that are relevant to them according to their
age. A child needs to be introduced to shapes and
sizes initially and then to letters or numbers. The
kind of education to be delivered to children at
homes or schools in order to develop their mind
and health has been properly discussed by Eli
Ahmed in the programme.

Neel Pawan Baruah: Effect of Paintings in
Developing Human mind

The programme is about art and paintings, how
and when to encourage children for it, objects
to be drawn, importance of colours etc. This
programme has also put forward few factors
required for influencing children towards
painting. The journey, experience and
reminiscences of Neel Pawan Baruah in being
a successful artist and painter have been discussed
in this programme.

• Audio programmes: The Unit also
produces different academic
programmes in accordance with the
University’s curriculum for the benefit of
the learners. Faculties from the
University, as well as, different institutions
participate in the programme to talk
about a particular subject. These
programmes are mostly in talk or
discussion format. More than 700 audio
programmes have been produced till
date and are available at the MPU and
the University’s website.

• Video programmes: In accordance
with the audio programmes, a number
of programmes are produced in video
format. Noted academicians, journalists,
faculties, social workers, researchers,
writers, film makers etc. have come to
the studio and discussed on various
socially relevant topics. These
programmes are recorded, edited, and
finally produced by the MPU. There are
more than 250 such video programmes
some of which are uploaded in YouTube
and are also available in the University’s
website. All the audio and video
programmes are also produced in CDs
and DVDs and provided to the study
centres.

• Audio CDs for visually impaired
learners: There are about 20 visually
impaired learners who are pursuing their
higher studies in KKHSOU.  The
learners face great difficulties in
accessing the traditional modes of
learning unlike other learners. As such,
the University has come up with the
decision to provide the learners with
audio CDs to overcome their difficulties
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in learning. Now such learners are continuing their studies and
are content with this initiative of the University.

Radio Phone-in Programme

It is an innovative learner support service provided by the Krishna Kanta
Handiqui State Open University for the better understanding of the issues
related to the functioning of the University through its Study Centres. The
main objective of the phone-in programme has been to answer the queries
of the distant learners, as well as, the general public with regard to the
University’s activities and programmes. The three live-phone-in-programmes
are-

Open Opinion Exchange – An Initiative of KKHSOU on “Development of
Ethnic Languages and Literature: A Visionary Approach”

Social existence requires both co-operation and
collaboration. Harmony in social life can only
be achieved with an accommodating approach.
Contemporary society in Assam requires a
developmental approach towards the ethnic
languages and literatures of the region. There
must be a platform to exchange views between
the university and society. This was evident in
the Mukali Mat Binimoy (Open Opinion
Exchange) organised by the university on 17
May, 2015 in Guwahati. The theme of the
discussion was “Development of Ethnic
Languages and Literature: A Visionary
Approach”.

The programme was attended by
representatives of all the ethnic literary
associations and respective students’
organisations of the State.

The deliberations made it clear that this
university could build a platform of meaningful
exchanges. The participants acknowledged the
effort undertaken by the KKHSOU to organise
such an open exchange programme as no such
efforts were noticed earlier in the field of higher
education. The discussions arrived at the
following conclusions:

a. Introducing the teaching of all ethnic
languages of the State in a phased manner
so that a meaningful cultural exchange can
take place. In the initial phase, the
University desires to introduce the teaching
of three ethnic languages in the form of
diploma course. The three languages
namely, Bodo, Mising and Deori.

b. Procurement of books published by all
ethnic literary associations for the
University library as resource materials for
further research and their preservation.

c. The University would act as a catalyst to
initiates a process of compiling a multi-
lingual dictionary. However, the University
realises that this immensely relevant
exercise cannot materialise unless an
effective group of editors selected by the
concerned ethnic literary organisations
come forward to work closely with the
University.

The University believes that if these
observations are realised in the years ahead,
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the social responsibility of the institution will
be significantly enhanced in the best possible
way.

Celebration of  International Yoga
Day

On the occasion of International Yoga Day, a
Workshop cum Lecture was organised at the
Headquarters of KKHSOU on 21 June, 2015.
Dr. Santanu Roy Choudhury, Associate
Professor, Pragjyotish College and Guest
Faculty, Purbanchal Yoga College delivered a
lecture on the relevance and benefits of yoga.

The discussion

also stressed that the Government should come

forward to declare the educational institutions

which have completed 100 years of their existence

as heritage institutions. A special financial
package may be sought from both the State and
Central Governments.

Workshop on Home Assignment

With an emphasis on the planning and preparation
of home assignments, a workshop was conducted
by Professor P.K. Biswas, Faculty of Staff Tarining
and Research Institute of Distance Education
(STRIDE), IGNOU, New Delhi at the University
headquarters on 30 August 2015. After a briefing

The visually impaired learners are provided SLMs both in Braille and
audio forms. During the year 2015-16, total 19 learners were enrolled in different
academic programmes of the university from BPP to MA Programmes.
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CENTRE FOR INTERNAL QUALITY
ASSURANCE

The Centre for Internal Quality Assurance (CIQA) cell of the University
is continuously focusing on improving the overall effectiveness of the University
through quality assurance. The Cell outlined the plans for quality enhancement
by emphasising on micro areas. Professor Aniruddha Deka took charge as
the new Director (CIQA). An eminent agricultural scientist, Professor Deka is
widely known for research in the tea industry.

The cell organised a workshop considering the need to review the format
of home assignments and to make the evaluation system more effective,
particularly for Post Graduate programmes on “Home Assignments for the
Post Graduate Programmes of KKHSOU”, highlighting the following issues-

FM)., The Community Radio Station, broadcasts
the programme for 24 hours of which it is a Live
Programme from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m.  The Live
transmission consists of programmes on health,
environment, and life of great persons along with
birthday wishes, recipes and beauty tips.
Educational broadcast is for one hour i.e from
1 pm to 2 pm. Next Live transmission starts from 2
pm to 6 pm. Programmes include voices of the
community, their issues, culture, education,
entertainment and one of the most popular
programme ‘Monor Khabor’- a regular Live
Phone-in programme on different social issues of
the community. The listeners make calls to the station
and give their suggestions and feedback in this
programme.

Jnan Taranga has been trying to reach out to
different sections of the society so that everyone
gets an opportunity to provide his/her opinion. As
such, the community radio service has been
broadcasting programmes for woman, children,
senior citizens, tribal and ethnic groups, youth
and marginalised people. There are different
programmes on health, environment, culture,
education and entertainment. Different
programming formats like radio drama, talk,
discussion, story-telling, vox pop, novel
transcription, radio magazine, radio quiz and
phone-in have been used to deliver positive
messages to the community.
 Jnan Taranga is the recipient of the

prestigious Laadli Media and Advertising
Award for Gender and Sensitivity for the
year 2015-16.   The award was presented
to Mrs. Reetu Gogoi for the programme
“Angana”. Angana is a woman based
programme which aims to highlight
success stories of women in various fields.

The award winning episode was an
interview with Ms. Meghali Borah, owner
of Meghna Cab driver.

 Jnan Taranga celebrated completion of its
fifth year of broadcast on 20th November,
2015. Radio staff, community people,
regular listeners and well wishers all
visited the radio premises on the event and
celebrated it by singing songs, enacting
drama, expressing their  hopes and
aspirations of being a part of the radio
programme. Jnan Taranga instituted an
award for best Community programme
presenter. The award was conferred to Mr.
Manoj Kumar Deka, radio anchor and
reporter of Jnan Taranga CRS for one of
his community radio programmes. 
Regular listeners of the radio station were
also felicitated on the occasion. Chinmoy
Kalita who has joined Jnan Taranga as
the programme producer for the children
programme ”Sishu Tirtha” was also
felicitated along with his co-anchor
Jeemoni. He is the anchor as well as child
reporter of the programme who takes
interviews and conduct discussions among
children of different schools.
